It briefly summarizes the student’s motivations and the work to be done, and may include a brief description of the internship site.
1.1 Headlines
For chapter titles, we use the Heading 1–4 styles
1.1.1 Formatting information
The report should be formatted for standard A4 paper. Use the "Normal" style for the body text of the document. Pages should have mirror margins (maximum 2.5 cm). The default font is 12-point Times New Roman with 1.5 line spacing. Pages should be paginated.
1.1.2 Content requirements
This paper is of an academic nature; therefore, we do not expect a personal account or an extended work log. Describe the rationale behind the task and the alternative solutions. Justify the chosen solution. Describe the process of solving the task. Include the validation/testing of the results.

The guidelines stipulate that the professional internship report should be 15–20 pages in length. The document should not be “figure-heavy” (too many or oversized figures)! Similarly, it should not contain long code snippets or tables (e.g., standards, references, etc.); these can be placed in the appendix if necessary, and the size of the appendix does not count toward the required length. The language of the report must be Hungarian, English, or German. For any other language, prior consultation with the internship supervisor is required.

1.1.3 Figures
Use the "Image" style for the image.

You can add a caption by right-clicking on the image and selecting "Insert Caption…"; this will automatically apply the "Caption" style. You must also refer every figure in the text with its number as well.

1.1.4 Code snippets
When pasting code snippets, use the "Code" style.

1.1.5 References
References in the Bibliography are formatted using the "Bibliography Line" style, and their titles are highlighted using the "Bibliography Source" style.

We insert the references into the text using the "Insert Cross-Reference" function (example of a reference inserted this way: [1]), so they are automatically updated when the references are rearranged.
2 Summary
A brief summary and evaluation of the work performed and the results achieved. Personal experiences and opinions regarding the internship and the host organization.

3 Final touches
Once you have finished working on the documentation, don’t forget the following steps:

· Update cross-references: after selecting the entire text (Ctrl+A), press the F9 key, and Word will update all cross-references. At this point, check to see if the message “Error! The bookmark does not exist."

· Specify document properties: Fill in the metadata associated with the document (author, title, keywords, etc.). Use the Document Properties panel, which can be accessed via File / Info / Properties / Show Document Properties.

· Checking the appearance in PDF: the best test is to create a PDF from the document and review it. 
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
